Defining Catchment Area

The focal person will define the catchment are as follows:

i) The catchment area will cover 15 densely populated villages around the health center, adjacent to each other.

ii) The catchment area will be subdivided into five small divisions.

iii) Each division will cover three villages.

iv) Each division will have one Community Health Worker.

Identification & Selection of Community Health Workers

i) The focal person will contact Local Council (LC) chairpersons in each of the five divisions to identify two committed candidates for the position of Community Health Worker from each division.

ii) The focal person together with the DHE and DAC member or LAC member (who may live in the catchment area will interview the candidates and each site will select only five people.)

Catchment Area Map

The focal person, with the assistance of DHE will draw a map of the catchment area.  On the map, show important attributes in the community such as schools, health facilities, churches/mosques, shops, and demarcation lines showing where each Community Health Worker operates.

Criteria for Selection of Community Health Worker

· Mature person between 30 to 45 years

· Respected in the community

· Reside in that catchment area

· Can read and write English

· Speak local language of that area

· Experience of working with community at the grassroots

· Willing to work as volunteer

· Positive about family planning/Family Planning user

· Has time to mobilize
