PRETESTING LONG TERM AND PARMANENT METHOD OF FAMILY PLANNING METHODS LEAFLETS  AND CUE CARDS IN MBARARA, LUWERO AND KAMPALA DISTRICTS

Introduction:
Long Term and Permanent Family Planning Campaign is a new focus for DISH II Project. The DISH II Project  will  produce  cue cards, leaflets and folder about Norplant, Vasectomy  and  Tubal ligation for use by clinic and community health workers when educating and counseling clients.

Pre - testing the cue cards and leaflets about Norplant, Vasectomy and TL.
Objective:
To find out whether the cue cards, leaflets and folders convey messages about Norplant and Vasectomy and TL  which are clear, convincing, attractive, understandable, believable and acceptable. 

Methodology for Pretesting Cue Cards and Leaflets with Potential Clients

:

1.A total of 18 Focus Groups Discussions will be organized. 6 groups will be in Mbarara district , 6 groups in Luwero and 6 groups in Kampala. Groups will be organized as follows:

1. Men 30-45 years old who want to stop child bearing altogether: who live within 10 km of a service delivery point offering Tubal Ligation and Norplant.

2.Women 30- 45 years old who want to stop child bearing altogether: who live within 10 km of a service delivery point offering Tubal- Ligation and Norplant.. 

Three sessions of Focus group discussion for men and three for women will be conducted in 3 separate locations.

· One group of men and one group of women will pretest vasectomy cue card and leaflet. 

· One group of men and one group of women will pretest Tubal ligation cue card and a leaflet.

· One group of men and one group of women will pretest Norplant cue card and a leaflet.

A male moderator and male recorder will facilitate the male groups.  Similarly, the female groups will be facilitated by a female moderator and recorder.  Each group will comprise of 8-10 participants screened as follows: the participants should not be health workers, they should speak and read English, Luganda or Runnyankole very fluently, should be 30-45 years old, live within 10km of  a health facility, offering Norplant and TL.

See attached discussion guide questions for more instructions.  Use the Instrument for Recording Results (Sheet 1) to record results about each cue care; use Sheet 2 to record results about each leaflet.  Please remember to indicate the language and topic of the cue card and leaflet on the recording sheet.

Methodology for Pretesting Cue Cards among Nurses and Midwives:

The cue cards will also be pretested in health facilities among nurses or mid wives.  In each district, 3 health facilities offering family planning services will be selected.  In each facility, ask the nurses or midwife who usually provides family planning services to use all 3 cards to counsel and educate the clients about TL, Norplant and Vasectomy.  

After the health worker has used the cue cards, interview him/her about the cue card using these questions about each cue card.  Use a separate Recording form (Sheet 3) for each cue card:

1. What do you think of the illustrations on this card?

2. What do you think of the text?

3. What did you particularly like about this cue card?

4. How can we improve this cue card?

Discussion Guide for Focus Group Discussions

Greet the people as follows:

B. After pretesting the cue card, pass out copies of the leaflet about the same FP method.  Ask them to read the entire leaflet.  Then ask them to read each panel in the following order then ask the following questions about each panel of the leaflet: 

1. Front and back cover.

ii)  Who is this leaflet written for? (Describe that person)

iii) Is there anything unclear in these two pages? If so, what?

iv) What did you like in these two pages?

v)  What did you dislike in these two pages?

vi) How can these two pages be improved?

ii)  What do you see in the photograph?

iii) Is there anything unclear in this panel? If so, what?

iv) What did you like about this panel?

v)  What did you dislike about this panel?
