Instructions for pre testing malaria and immunization spots and jingle in Kampala.
Objective:

To find out whether the radio spots and jingle convey messages about malaria and immunization, which are clear, convincing, understandable, believable and acceptable. 

Materials to be pre tested:

All materials to be pre tested in Kampala have been prepared in English. They include the following;

3 radio spots about immunization.

1 radio jingle about immunization.

4 radio spots about malaria.

Methodology:

A total of 8 Focus Groups Discussions will be organized in Kampala among English speakers. Each group will be comprised of 8-12 respondents.

All immunization materials will be pre tested among the following groups:

b) Men (26-35) years old, with children below 5 years of age.

d) Women (26-35) years old, with children below 5 years of age.

Malaria radio spots will be pre tested among the following groups:

a) Men (18-25) years old, with children below 5 years of age.

b) Men (26-35) years old, with children below 5 years of age.

Objective:

To find out whether the radio spots and jingle convey messages about malaria and immunization which are clear, convincing, understandable, believable and acceptable. 

Materials to be pre tested:

The following materials will be pre tested in Luganda in Luwero and in Runyankole in Mbarara:

a) 1 Jingle about immunization

b) 3 radio spots about malaria as follows:

1. Insecticide treated nets

2. Immediate treatment of children with fever

3. Preventive medicine during pregnancy

4. Community drug distributors.

Methodology:

Four Focus Groups Discussions will be organized in Mbarara and four in Luwero. They shall be organized as follows:

1. Men (18-25) years old, with children below 5 years of age.

2. Men (26-35) years old, with children below 5 years of age.

3. Women (18-25) years old, with children below 5 years of age.

A male moderator and male recorder will facilitate the male groups.  Similarly, a female moderator and recorder will facilitate the female groups.  Each group will comprise of 8-12 participants screened as follows: the participants should not be health workers, they should speak Luganda or  Runyankole in Luwero and Mbarara respectively.
