TIME TO CARE – A QUESTION OF CHILDREN FP VIDEO Pretesting

The Family Planning video script will be pretested among 4 focus groups of 8-10 men and women between the age of 18 –35 years, who have not practiced family planning in the districts of Rakai and Mbarara (1 men group and 1 women group in each of the districts). The pretesting will be conducted in vernacular; Luganda for Rakai and Runyankole for Mbarara.

Variable to be pretested:

Comprehension,  appropriateness, realism, appeal and persuasiveness. The groups will also be asked to make suggestions for improvement.

Methodology:

The moderator will tell the story in vernacular scene by scene, as the note taker shows story boards for illustration. After episode 1, the moderator then asks questions about the story while the recorder takes notes. After episode 2, questions will also be asked. The questions are asked so that people can remember clearly the story told to them.
